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Pentecost
Children will understand that the Holy Spirit is God and that Jesus promised to send the
Holy Spirit when he went back to heaven. They will know the story of Pentecost and be
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able to describe how the disciples changed after receiving the Holy Spirit. They will also
be able to identify and explain some of the symbols associated with the Holy Spirit and
used in celebrations of Pentecost.

Sharing Jesus’ Life

Children will know the stories of the call of the disciples and some information about
them. They will know and be able to recall some stories about Jesus and his disciples,
which show that the disciples shared in the life and work of Jesus. They will be able to
identify some characteristics of a disciple and describe some ways in which Jesus changes
or affects people’s lives.

Following Jesus Today

Children will understand that they belong to the Church through Baptism and that this
means being part of God’s family and a follower of Jesus. They will be able to describe
signs of their belonging to the Church and ways in which they, and other members of the
Church, follow Jesus and celebrate his life.
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Summer 1 — This unit uses fairy tales to introduce children to the concept of

sound patterns (rhythms). Pupils will be able to read simple rhythmic patterns

and play sound patterns in time with pulse using a visual stimulus.

Summer 2 — This unit helps the children learn how to identify high and low
notes and to compose a simple tune to represent a superhero. Children will be
able to identify changes in tempo and us these skills to create a superhero theme

tune with a variety in tempo and pitch.
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Art

The theme for Art & Design this term will be Sculpture and 3D: Paper play. The
children will be learning skills like developing some control when using a range
of tools to draw, paint and create sculptures. Once children have an
understanding of these skills, they will explore and analyse a wider variety of

ways to fix and join materials in place.

Design & Technology 'Eéﬂg TEChﬂO @gy

During this term the children are going to be creating their own smoothies. The
children will name a range of places that fruit and vegetables grow and describe
characteristics of these fruit and vegetables. They will prepare their fruit and
vegetables and create a smoothie. The children will also be looking at
mechanisms and how they are constructed to move and will use this knowledge

to create their own moving story book.
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History

Transport and Travel

In this unit, pupils will continue to learn about the different ways people travel
today and how transport has changed over time. They explore boats, trains,
cars, buses, bicycles, and air travel, comparing past and modern designs and
considering how these changes have affected people’s lives. Children also
examine why some types of transport are only found in certain areas and learn

about the significance of space travel in the history of transport.

Geography

Beside the sea

In this unit, pupils learn what the seaside is and can locate where the seaside is.
They explore why people visit the seaside and what they do there. They learn
about physical and human features are and where we can find them at the
seaside. Pupils will plan their own trip to the seaside by creating their own map
of a seaside with the features they have chosen and delivering directions to their
peers on how to reach these features, whilst also considering how we stay safe

at the seaside.

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The children will continue to take part in their daily RWI session.

During these sessions the children will build upon their knowledge of learnt
letters sounds and apply these in their retelling of stories, writing of information
text and instructions.
