	Given we have a really strong PE lead and that we have 4 ECTs last year it meant that we were concerned about the leadership of PE in this interim period. 

The person enlisted to help had previously supported the PE lead so we were able to maintain our strong provision both in terms of curriculum and extra curricular activity. 

As we had 4 ECTs we were in a position to support them in their delivery of PE and maintain a high level of PE delivery. 

All children were able to access high quality PE lessons.  


This enabled us to maintain after school clubs and ensure there was a wide range of offer across school. Although this was less than previously it meant that we were still able to provide free clubs for children who wouldn’t easily access this sporting provision outside of school.

The school took part in a number of competitions that were organised by this member of staff.

Having the transport enabled children to attend these events given that so few of our families have access to their own transport. 
	The substantive lead is now back from maternity which will  enable us to continue to move forward and build on this. 

With so many inexperienced staff we need to ensure their journey of CPD in PE is continued across all aspects of PE. 










The school recognizes that they would like to increase the number of clubs on offer but this is difficult in the current climate. 

However maintaining a sports coach would assist in the delivery of this using the SPF funding.
